KEY FINDINGS: CONCLUSIONS AND SURPRISES *NORC

Key Findings/Conclusions/Surprises

Overall, responses across states were very similar on most questions.
o Districts in Texas have more power/responsibilities than other states, but teachers in
Texas are still basically autonomous.
o Inlowa, slavery is controversial to teach.
A large majority of teachers reported not facing criticism for teaching key topics.
o When they did, the criticism mostly came from students and parents.
o Very few made changes to the way they teach in response to criticisms.
o When teachers found topics challenging to teach, the reason was most often lack of
student interest and time constraints.
Almost all teachers identified two main goals/values for teaching US history:
o Developing informed citizens for participation in a democratic society.
o Making connections to the present.
Topics to explore in future studies:
o Therole class size plays in US History teaching
o Therole that course loads play in the life of US History teachers
